The Appalachian Mountains (B B 57 2 IF tll BX ): extend from the Gulf of St.
Lawrence in Canada to the state of Alabama. They run from northeast to the south-
west, almost parallel to the east coast. The Great Mountains, Blue Ridge, and Great
Smokies are all parts of the Appalachians.

The Rocky Mountains( %% 1% ) : are considered as “the backbone of the continent”
and are considered young mountains of the same age as the Alps in Europe, Hi-
malayas in Asia, and the Andes in South America. They include the highest peak,
Mount McKinley(Z 4 # 111, formerly known as Denali), 6, 187 meters high, in the
middle of the Alaska.
