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Abstract

Modern western economics is a kind of theory which is diffi-
cult to find its origins in ancient China. But it is closely related
with the growth of a nation’s wealth, it goes well with modern
China’s strong desire to become stronger. Thus western econom-
ics has become a focus of study for modern Chinese intellectuals
in their pursuit of modernization of economy. During the late
Qing Dynasty and the beginning of Republic of China, Mr. Li-
ang Qichao was the first modern intellectual who really realized
the importance of economic theory and also made some creative
explorations.

Firstly, from western economic theorys social function, ac-
cording to his own understanding, Liang Qichao considered eco-
nomics as a kind of learning of saving the nation from extinction,
pointing out its unique position in the modern changing world,
discussing its nature, aims and classification, particularly em-
phasizing the importance of spreading financial knowledge among
the people.

Secondly, using simple language, Liang Qichao made thor-
ough comments on western classic economics, philistine econom-
ics, Marxist economic theory and western monopolizing economic

theory. His theory not only surpassed all his contemporaries in
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depth and quantity but also enlightened modern Chinese people.

Thirdly, using western economic theory as a model, Liang
Qichao made a study of Qin Dynasty's thinkers economic theory,
thus Liang has been considered as the pioneer of studying Chi-
nese ancient economic theory in this respect.

Fourth, using western economic theory as a weapon, Liang
Qichao criticized China’s economic theory and enterprises’ eco-
nomic behavior at his time in bonds, currency and company
budget, emphasizing the significance of political reform in eco-
nomic reforms.

Finally, based on China’s national conditions, Liang Qichao
selected a economic theory that perfectly met the developments
of modern China. Its combination with China’s reality became a
striking feature of Liang Qichao in disseminating western eco-
nomic theory.

By adopting a comprehensive muti-interdisplinary methods
including economics, politics, this paper attempts to make a spe-
cific study of Liang Qichao’s economic theory, filling in a gap in
the academic study in this field. Moreover, Liang Qichao’s eco-
nomic theory is very enlightening and instructive even for con-

temporary society.
