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* he First China International Floral Art Exposition is organized by China Flower Association,
China Floral Art Association, Shenzhen Municipal People's Government and co-organized
by Department of Urban Management of Shenzhen, Department of Agriculture of Shenzhen
and Shenzhen Flower Association. It was held from 30 April to 5 May 2001 at China Hi-tech
Fair Exhibition Center. The Exposition is very successful and gathered with high-quality and
high-level floral artists.

The First China International Floral Art Exposition at Shenzhen shows the achievement
and recognition of Shenzhen towards greening and floral development. Since Shenzhen
became special economic region in 1980, Shenzhen carried out its greening policy successfully,
the principle of "People Oriented” helps to create a nice living environment and natural
environment for the citizen. Until 2000, Shenzhen's greening rate was 45% and the average
greening area was 14.2 square meter.
