PREFACE

THE TRACKS OF THE RETURNED STUDENTS, an album with the title in the handwriting of
President Jiang Zemin, published during the days to celebrate the 50th anniversary of the People's Republic
of China, It tells the stories of the first generation of Chinese students to study in the former USSR after
the foundation of the P.R.C.
