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Summary

The book is focusing on the research of the community attachment
of urban residents and its influential factors during the present
transformation period of our society. The author is attempting to study
the basic organization form under the new situation through the angles
of “ human beings” and the community attachment of urban

residents. The book includes of following three sections.
Exordium

Starting with the analysis on the concept of community along with
the research on the community views of various academic genres, such
as Human Ecology, compositional Theory, Subcultural Theory, Social
System, Social Anthropology, Social Action, Urban Planning etc. ,
and regarding territory as a criterion, the community concept is
understood as “territorial community” and “non-territorial community”
or “psychological community” , which are to be studied respectively.
Above all, this book has reviewed the main theories and viewpoints of
domestic and overseas community attachment researches, then come

up with three hypothesisses regarding the developing issues of
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communities in China: the hypothesis of the existence of urban
community and community attachment, the hypothesis of main
influential factors of community attachment, and the hypothesis of

psychological community construction of incomers.
Study on Urban Community Attachment

By applying the Systematic Study Mode of M. Janowitz and Social
Network Analysis of M. Granovetter, the author has carried on her
analysis on the psychological & geographic communities of urban
residents, also the correlation between them. Through looking back
upon the overlapping extents of the psychological & geographic
communities varied in the different historical eras and upon their
necessary separability, she has approved the existence of psychological
communities and Supportive social network of urban residents and
disproved the theory of Social Capital loss. And then, by implementing
further analysis on the urban geographic community attachment and its
influential factors, the author has approved the existence of community
attachment, and regarded them as the valuable ties to connect the
social groups and to maintain the public orders. The author has found
out that it is the community satisfaction that finally affects the
community attachment of the people, which has consequently initiated
her study on them and on their influential factors. After applying
correlation analysis, cluster analysis, and factor analysis, she has put
forward advices on the sequential arrangements in our domestic urban
community construction concerned with these factors and on the

developing trends of communities in the near future.
