This chapter is going to centre around two
points in theory; One is that it summarizes the theory of the
economic development as the model of.economic growth, the
stages of economic growth and the management of the eco-
nomic development. It clearly points out that the economic
growth is unbalanced.

CHAPTER 2 This chapter mainly investigates the his-
tory of the economic development, and uncover the objective
existance of the economic jump by the way of investigating the
objective economic reality and by the testified evidence of
statistics. This chapter the main theoratical contributions here
are; Firstly, it is the first time that makes a systematic recall
and comprehensive analyse of the economic growth of some
typical countries, describes the orbit of the economic growth
of some typical countries, ascertains the high-speed growth
period of some typical countries and draws some important
tonclusions. Secondly, it points out the existance of the eco-
nomic jump in the economic growth. The economic jump ap-
pears in the special periods of some countries whose industrial
production has reached a considerabie level, whose fundamen-
tal institutions and industry has a considerable bases, and
whose economic conditions at home and abroad are suitable.
The economic jump is the typical economic growth orbit which
turns the new-gained advantage into economic force. Thirdly,
it points out that the economic jump has time differences in
different kinds of countries, but in the same kind of countries
they may have time similarities. The economic jump is not a
phenomenon existing in the point of time but a period of time.

CHAPTER 3  This chapter mainly abstracts the cate-
gory of economic jump, reveals its fundamental nature and
expounds its relationship with economic growth.
