Preface

Volunteering has gradually entered the public view, and both providing and
accepting volunteering are getting more and more common. Volunteering is always
closely, even directly connected with national strategies. As China has entered a
new era, the Chinese people embarked on a new journey, heading for a new fu-
ture. Volunteering is committed to the significant historical mission. Theories,
systems and practice of volunteering are evolving to meet new requirements of the
new era. Volunteering in new era is a new topic among the academic disciplines of
philosophy, law and sociology. It is very meaningful both in theory and practice to
promote the research of volunteering.

The book is to introduce the basic theory, system and practice of volunteering
of China in new era. It includes seven chapters, namely, basic theory, legal
framework, developing model, pro bono, supporting volunteering organizations,
volunteer project of social governance and international volunteering. Every chapter
is centered with both theoretical and practical parts. Practical exploration is the
starting point and the finishing point of the research which mainly covers domestic

practice, as well as overseas supplementarily. Basic theory aims to outline and in-
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terpret the theoretical system of volunteering in new era which mainly focuses on
domestic development and characteristics, as well as overseas supplementarily.
Chapter 1 applies with methods of comparative study and historical study. It is
regarding the basic concepts of the subject, such as volunteering and volunteers.
Chapter 2 analyzes the legal framework of volunteering in China and especially puts
emphasis on Charity Law and Volunteer Service Regulation of China which empow-
ers the development of volunteering. Chapter 3 outlines the developing model of
volunteering, emphasizes on the down—to—up model, and tries to disclose the ele-
ment and regular pattern of the model. Chapter 4'is about pro bono. Taking the
science and technology pro bono as an example, it explores the development of pro
bono in China in terms of theory, current situation and its future as well. Volun-
teering organizations and projects are the main embodiments. Supporting voluntee-
ring organization is one of the top priorities, while social governance project fully
demonstrates remarkable influence of volunteering on comprehensive social govern-
ance. Chapter 5 introduces the developing model of supporting volunteering organi-
zations and analyzes the respective characteristics, problems and tasks, solutions,
future development of government—led paradigm, civil society —led paradigm and
other power—led paradigms. Chapter 6 concentrates on social governance projects.
It applies with the method of case study and chooses typical cases of rehabilitation
of mental patient, drug prohibition, cultural law enforcement, public security,
letters and visits, and prevention of juvenile crime. With the introduction of the
establishment, operation, effectiveness and experiences and lessons, it unfolds

powerful function of volunteering in social governance. Chapter 7 researches on the
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international volunteering, mainly about its history of development, the national
and international practice.
The book tries to explore some new discovery in the following aspects:
Firstly, in theoretical level, it absorbs nutrients of the spirit of 19" CPC Na-
tional Congress based on the traditional theory, and highlights the consciousness of
contribution, social responsibility and rule, so as to enrich the Chinese character-

istic theory systems of volunteering. Xi’s report to the 19"

CPC National Congress
stressed on the consciousness of social responsibility, rule and contribution,
which provided a new point of view to interpret volunteering spirit and research vol-
unteering theory. Traditional theory usually viewed volunteering as noble undertak-
ing, excessively emphasized the consciousness of contribution, while it neglected
the consciousness of social responsibility and rule, especially the advocating “tak-
ing volunteering as a life style and following basic rules”. So it endeavors to make
a breakthrough.

Secondly, in system level, it unprecedentedly introduces and interprets the
legal framework of volunteering in China which includes Charity Law, Volunteer
Service Regulation and other systems. The implementation of Volunteer Service
Regulation has been shortly after the 19" CPC National Congress and it will
promote the development of volunteering. And the regulation is the first national
legislation which was great achievements of integrating core socialist values into le-
gal system development, and of normalization and standardization of volunteering.

Finally, it responds to the new development of volunteering in China in new

era, focuses on pro bono, supporting volunteering organizations, social governance
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volunteering projects and international volunteering. With the background of deep
development of volunteering, the strong support of governments for volunteering or-
ganizations, the increasing emphasis on volunteering as a useful means of social
governance and the Belt and Road Initiative, those represent the new important
trend of volunteering, although both the practice and theory research just start.
So, it endeavors to make the first step to promote the future of volunteering in new

era in China.
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
