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PREFACE

(Guangdong Statistical Yearbook 2000 (abbreviation as the Yearbook below) is an annual statis-
tics publication.which covers mainly statistics in 1999 and some selected major data series in histori-
cally important years after the establishment of the Peple’s Republic of China at provincial levels and
local levels of city (prefectures), county and township and village,therefore,reflects various aspects
of Guangdong Province’s social and economic development.

The Yearbook contains two major parts. The first part is outline.the second part i1s staustics. In
detail 1t is divided into the following 22 parts;Administrative Division and Natural Resources .General
Survey . Main indicators on the factors market, Population, Employment and Wages. Investment in
Fixed assets, production and consumption of enegy, public Finance,banking and insurance, price in-
dices!, People’s Livelihood. Agriculture, Industry, Construction, Transportation, Postal and Telecom-
munication Services ,Domestic Trade ,Foreign Trade and Tourism,Main indicators of enterprises. Ed-
ucatipn.Science, technology and Culture,Sports, Public Health,Social Welfare. Environment protec-
tion &nd Others,special Economic Regions,Cities, Counties and Districts, Besides these.in the appen-
dices of the Yearbook are main economic indicators of some provinces,and main statistics of Hong
Kong.Taiwan,Singapore and Korean,Main statisties of some countries and regions.

The data in the Yearbook are mainly obtained from regular statistical reports and sample surveys
conducted by the Statistical Bureau of all levels of government. Some data are collected from the de-
partments of central government and provincial government, in which the departments =tull remain
their originat names in 1999. Date in appendices are compliled from statistical publications published
by the State Statistical Bureau of China and other sources.

The units of measurement used in the Yearbook are internationally standard measurement units.
except those on cultivated land and sown areas which are used in "mu” in order to give consideration
to the habit of using these data.

The method of the calculation of the average yearly increasing speed in the Yearbook 1s horizontal
method.
