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FOREWORD

1. This dictionary has been compiled for
students of the Chinese Language. It contains
over 18000 words, phrases and idioms most
frequently used in the daily life.

2. The words in the dictionary have been
arranged in the alphabetical order of the Chinese
Phonetic Alphabet. Homophones of the same
tone are grouped according to the number of
strokes in the Chinese character. The dictionary
has five appendices. (See table of contents.)

3. To look up any word, the user should
count the number of strokes in the Chinese
character. For directions on the use of this
method see “Character Stroke Index’’.

4. Taking into consideration the actual
needs of students studying Chinese we have
indicated, with square brackets, some of the
common measure words. We have also marked
“3 ot as prefix and ‘B as suffix. For most of
the words, we have given the part of speech, but
these classifications are for reference only. Owing
to differences between the two languages, the
part of speech in a few English versions is
different from that of the Chinese.
