PREFACE

In the early 1980s many Chinese scholars visited Canada for
periods of one or two years to pursue research in such areas as an-
thropology , history, literature and economics. Some took an active
interest in what was then a newly developing field in Canada it-
self-Canadian studies. On return to China they organized national
and regional associations of Canadian studies and became the core
members of a growing number of Canadian studies centres-21 by
1991-located in universities and research institutés throughout the
six major geographical regions of China. The quiet efforts of these
scholars to make known many aspects of Canadian culture, history
and society through their teaching and research have contributed in
important ways to the reiationship between Canada and China.

Professor Ruan Xihu of the Institute of Nationaliites, Chinese
Academy of Social Sciences, is foremost among this group of Chi-

nese Canadianists. As author of A survey of Canadian Nationalities

(Jianada minzu zhi) [ 19877 and editor of Canada and Canadians
Vol. 1 (Jianada yu Jianada ren) [1990], he has already done a

great deal to introduce Canada to Chinese readers. In this second

Qolume of Canada and Canadians he has brought together a fasci-

nating collection of essays by members of the Beijing Regional As-

sociation of Canadian Studies.



Anthropological perspectives on Canadian society are a major
theme, with several essays on Canadian native peoples, as well as
such other minorities as Ukrainian Canadians and the Hutterite
people. Multi-culturalism and bi-lingualism have been crucial poli-
cies in the shaping of Canadian society and they are considered in
two key essays. on the political economic side, there are essays on
the party system in Canadian politics, Canada’s contribution to in-
ternational peace-keeping activities and Canada’s policies for pro-
moting high technology industries. on the aesthetic side, photogra-
phy, film and communicative studies are discussed. Finally, the
Asian profile in Canada is considered in an essay on the teaching of
Asian issues and an account of the life of James Endicott, a Cana-
dian who has done much to make China known to his own
people.

As a Canadian who has spent many years in the study of Chi-
. na, it has been my _privilege over the past two years to wotk with
many Chinese scholars of Canada, including sonte of the contribu-
tors to this volume. I would like to take this opportunity to pay
tribute to their special insights into Canadian society from the Chi-
nese perspective. I believe this volume will make an important con-
tribution to the growing literature on Canadian studies in China
and I hope it will be a source of both pleasure and instruction to
many Chinese readers.
