At the age of 17, he
went to Shanghai Art School. In 1920, he moved to Paris and settled down there. In
1921, he organized Tiangou Group with Xu Beihong, Zhang Dacpan and others. In
1925, he started attending Salon des Ind é pendants and Salon de Tulerie. In 1948,
he exhibited works in the U.S. where he stayed for two years before returning to
Paris in 1950. Taiwan Museum of History owns more than 40 pieces of his artworks.
The museum also staged retrospective exhibitions for the artist in 1974, 1984, 1990
and 1995 successively. In June of 2004, *Sanyu |I" & criture du Corps’  was on

Born in Xinhui, Guangdong Province in 1904, Pan Sitong entered Western Painting
Department of Shanghai Academy of Art in 1922 and graduated there in 1925. He
established 'The Swan Arts Association' in Shanghai with Chen Qiucao and Fang
Xuegu. He became influential by leading The Swan Arts Association. Between 1929 and
1931, Pan served as a professor of sketch and watercolor painting at Western Painting
Department of Shanghai Academy of Fine Arts and later as Art Editor of The Commercial
Press of Shanghai and editor of Art Division of Dacheng Publishing Company since
1938. He started teaching at Central Academy of Fine Arts (later Zhejiang Academy of
Fine Arts) in 1955. Meanwhile, he devoted himself to making watercolor paintings with
particularly outstanding skills at landscape ones. Afterwards, he served as a director of
Shanghai Institute of New Chinese Fine Arts Research, a cover designer of Art Division of

The Commercial Press of Beijing and an editor of Beijing Higher Education Press.
