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1. Iraqi police say the bomb tore through a popular market in central Baghdad where many
kinds of animals are sold. Witnesses said the bomb went off at mid-morning, and was disguised to
look like a box of pigeons. Late Thursday, sirens wailed, as emergency officials tried to care for
the wounded after a bomb struck a mostly Shiite neighborhood in central Baghdad.

2. On average, 800,000 children are reported missing in the US every year, but only a small
number of these are kidnappings. The Amber Alert Program was created in 1996 to help find chil-
dren believed to be abducted. It is named after 9-year-old Amber Hagerman who was kid-napped
and brutally murdered while riding her bicycle in Arlington, Texas.

3. The UN refugee agency says there has been a decrease in fighting between the Chadian ar-
my and the opposition forces. But it says inter-communal conflict continues in south-eastern parts of
the country near the border with Sudan’s Darfur region. UNHCR spokeswoman, Jennifer Pagonis
says about 10,000 people have fled from more than 20 villages involved in the inter-communal fight-
ing over the past three weeks. She says they are gathered in the village of Gas-sire, 8 kilometers
north of the town of Goz Beida.
