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Introduction

PEOPLE YOU MEET is a course for intermediate students
.of English. The course consists of twenty-six units which have
been made into television programmes, recordings on tape, and
this handbook. The book will help you to follow the television
programme, to study and practise the English constructions which
have been specially chosen for each unit.

The layout of the book:

The units of the book correspond to their respective pro-
grammes. Each programme consists of three parts:

Part One is a story about typical English people. The dizlogue
which they speak contains examples of the constructions to be
studied in the unit:

Part Two repeats .some of the examples.

Part Three continues and finishes the story begun in Part
One.

Each unit of the book consists of the following parts:

A description of the constructions to be studied in the unit.

- A list of the people you meet in the programme.

Programme script (A).

A list of new words and phrases from the script(A).

Chinese translation of the script. .

Examples and exercises: examples from Part Two of the
programme, with rules or explanations for the constructions
concerned, further examples, followed by exercises.

The story continued: 2 reading-passage giving the story of
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Part Three, followed by its Chinese translation.

Questions for reviewing: questions about the story in Part Two.

How to use the book:

With each unit, go through the following stages:

1. Study the New words and phrases of the scripts. Ncte that
the vocabulary consists of words and phrases from the dizlcgue
of the programme only. It does not include any words which ap-
pear in further examples or exercises. :

2. Study the programme scripts. You can study the scripts
before you watch the programme, or study'it after you have watch-
ed the programme. You can.also study it as other text books
without watching the programme.

3. Lock at the examples of each construction and at the
rules and explanations. Then look at the further examples. They
usually appecar in the form of a table, like this:

I left school . last week.
She passed the exams in June.
Sarah found the job | yesterday.

If the table has dotted lines, try to continue it with exame
ples of your own, like this:

I left school last week.
She passed the exams in June,
Sarah found the job yesterday.
He bought this car on Monday.

You should then be able to read out a variety of sentences
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from the table, using one line from each column (e.g. I found
the job in June). After that, write down some of the sentences
of your own. '

With most of the tables in the book, you should be able to
make at least five sentences. Occasionally it will be possible to
read or write a sentence which does not make good sense. Make
sure that your sentences have sensible meanings. When you have
studied the examples, do the exercises. These are often in the form
of qﬁestions and answers, or statcments and responses. You are
usually given an example showing you how you must do the exer-
cise.« Write down the answers and then compare them with the
keys at the end of the book. The keys show how the exercises can
be done. They are by no means the only correct answers.

4. Read the reading passage, that is, the part entitled “The
story continued” before watching (or listening to) Part Two of
‘the programme. If you still bave diificulties in understanding the
programme, read the full text or part of programme script (B).
Now you can try to answer the questions for reviewing. ‘

5. Chinese translation of both parts of the programme scripts

all right, you can go on without studying the Chinese translation.
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
