1. The Yearbook of World Economy is a voluminous reference book reflecting the global
and regional economic situation, keeping track of world economic activities, investigating
world economic trends, tracing the industrial development and offering informations on ma-
jor corporations (enterprises) both in China and abroad.

2. The yearbook started publication in 1979 and has produced its volumes in 1979, 1981,
1982, 1983/1984, 1988, 1989, 1990, 1991, 1992, 1993, 1994, 1995 and 1996 respectively.
The materials in the 1988 volume stretch over the period from 1983/1984 to 1987. The pre-
sent volume covers the data following 1996 edition.

4. Data Contained in this yearbook are from authoritative sources, such as the publications
of the United Nations, the World Bank, official economic reports and and statistical data of
various countries. Sources of all important statistical data are indicated. As data listed in
different parts of the book are often from different sources, some minor statistical discrep-
ancies might be found despite our efforts to prevent them.
