1. The Yearbook of World Economy is a voluminous reference book reflecting the global
and regional economic situation, keeping track of world economic activities, investigating
world economic trends, tracing the industrial development and offering information of major
corporations (enterprises) both in China and abroad.

2. The yearbook started publication in 1979 and has been covering 1979, 1981, 1982,
1983/1984, 1988,1989,1990, 1991, 1992, 1993 and 1994 respectively. The data of 1988 edi-
tion cover the period from 1983/1984 to 1987. The present edition covers the data following
1994 edition.
