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ABSTRACT

As a modern subject, History of Chinese Historiography was
founded and has made great progress in 20th century. This essay tries
to discuss its emergence and development, which meets not only to
further development of the subject, but also to need for recognizing
the whole century’s study on history.

More and more universities gave lectures on it in
class. The work by Jin Yufu was designated as a textbook for
universities by the Education Ministry. Meanwhile,other more similar
books came out.

topics of historiography had been obtained. The textbook of
Historiograpily was in progress smoothly. Unfortunately, this process
was stopped by “Culture Revolution” until 1976.
