The following is an introduction to Langston Hughes:

Langston Hughes (1902-1967) was a black writer known as the “O. Henry of Harlem”. He
wrote countless short stories, a number of volumes of poetry, seven novels and six plays. In
his early volumes of poetry, he successfully caught and projected scenes of urban life of the
black, and his sketches in verse with their undertones of bitterness, humor and pathos also

became a form of social protest.
