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Zhejiang Art Museum resides by the West Lake,
and crouches against the lush Yuhuang Mountain.
Embraced by waters and mountains, the building
enjoys the superior environment endowed by
heaven. The total construction area is 31,550 m’,
including 15,338 m” underground and 16.212 m’
aboveground.

The museum unfolds itself along the terrain, set
back layer by layer along the Lake. Behind the
undulating building contour is a harmony in the
co-existence of man-made building and its natural
environment. The Museum, in a natural form,
reveals an atmosphere unique to the culture of
the Southern Reaches of the Yangzi. The color
combination of whitewashed walls and the black
roof tiles, and the form combination of various
pitch roofs, were brought into our creation in a
vivid but abstract manner, reflecting a freshly
refined, lyrical and modest cultural taste. The
background of the vast white wall, the strokes of
the black roof components, and the smooth and
free, organic and sensible flow of lines, together
produced an aesthetic image of traditional ink
painting and calligraphy. The use of steel, glass
and stone emphasizes texture contrast. The
weaving and composition of diversified cones
created by the transformed pitch roofs and
horizontal volumes conveys a strong sense of
sculpture and modernity.

The unique and creative combination and
organization of volume and space profoundly

integrate traditional charm with modern spirit.
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
