Part 1

In order to understand and treat Marxism correctly, an important methodological
precondition is insisting on the integrity of Marxism, namely, understanding and trea-
ting Marxism from a holistic view, whose essence lies in the persistence of basic princi-
ples of Marxism.

Part 4

In line with the theories and practices of Socialist theory of Scientific Socialism ,
