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Abstract

well. Both put up the author's intention of rebuilding a nation's cul-
ture and literature on the common basis of modern and folk cul-
ture. Lu Xun’s local stories established the good tradition of May

Fourth new literature by his stories’ deep idea and special format.
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So Lu Xurrs local stories became the model of post— May Fourth
writers. The folk culture dream of Fei Ming and Shen Cong— wen
has more and more cultural reflective meaning with the displaying
of negative aspects of modern culture. While learning from the for-
eign literature, the May Fourth local stories absorbed the liberal
rebellious spirit, real and natural aesthetical style and vivid satiri-
zing technique etc. from folk culture and folk literature. The May
Fourth local stories also exhibited their local colors based on vari-
ous local cultures, All these supplied classical texts and theoretical
resource for the establishment of Nation Literature of thirty and
forty ages.

In a word, the cultural consciousness propelled the modernity
choice of literature, and the literature innovation also embodied and
promoted the cultural development to nationalization, moderniza-
