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iu Shi—Pei is one of the most important aca-
L demic masters in modern China. In the per-
spective of the Chinese academic transformation
from the traditional to the modern, Liu Shi— Pei’s
academic achievements and academic position are
appraised and described.
In chapter one to four,the focus of description
is put on the complex life of Liu Shi— Pei: from a
successor of a well —learned and famous family to a
vanguard of the nationalist democratic revolution,
from the vanguard to a traitor who seeked refuge
with Qing dynasty and attached himself to Yuan Shi
— Kai. In chapter five to nine, Liu’s academic
achievements in the field of Confucian Classic
learning, historiography, Zhi scholars and philology
are appraised and analysed. His academic limita-
tions are analysed also.
The main conclusions are:
1) The coming of the transition of Chinese
learning from the traditional to the modern is driv-
en not only by the New Text cenfucian classic
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
