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ABSTRACT

The research on the intellectuals’ economic conditions in North
Song Dynasty is helpful for us to understand not only the intellectu-
als but also the literature in North Song Dynasty.

Although the intellectuals mostly lived in poverty before being
officials, their economic conditions usually be superior than other
members of society since then. Their main source of income were
composed by the salary, the grants, the administrative allowance, the
payment for their articles, the gift or relief from their friends, gray
income. Most officials mainly depended on the salary, which could
meet their basic needs, therefore serving as an official is thought be
a highly effective method to make a living. Besides, there are three
noticeable comparison: 1.Most civilians in the later stage of North
Song Dynasty were richer than their compeer in the early stage; 2.
The local government were richer than the civilians in capital if they
were compeer. 3. Higher the civilian was richer. But on the other
hand, been a officials means high expenditures at the same time,
they had to support more relatives, maintain a high standard of liv-
ing, and so on. So most of them had to face economic difficulty some
time, this kind of conditions possibly leads to the special psychology

of civilians: they felt poorer than the actual situation.
