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Forword

In order to carry out the Wildlife Protection Law of People’s Re-
public of China and meet the needs of wildlife protection and manage-
ment in China, we compile a Picture Album of the Protected Wildlife
of National Importance in China. It can be used as a reference book by
staff members, whose serve in wildlife conservation, management, re-
search and education, and who work in public security bureaus, pro-
curatorates, courts, customs, administration for industry and commerce,
foreign trade and so on.

The important protected wildlife, listed in this picture album, are
the terrestrial animals in the List of the Protected Wildlife of National
Importance in China, which was ratified by the State Council and
promulgated by the Ministry of Forestry and the Ministry of Agricul-
ture of China in January of 1989. Total are 336 species, including 97
species in the first—ranked category and 239 species in the second—
ranked category, which respectively belong to Mammalia (8 orders and
88 species), Aves (19 orders and 225 species), Reptilia (4 orders and 7
species), Amphilia (1 order and 1 species) and Insecta (6 orders and 15
species). In species classification, the subspecies, raised to the level of
species, are described as species (such as black golden monkey), and
the subspecies, undetermined as species, are introduced under the spe-
cies which it belongs to (such as white—headed leaf monkey).

Every species in the picture album is listed with its Chinese name,
scientific name, English name and another name. The scientific names
(Latin names) and the Engilsh names are wildly used internationally.
Other names are Chinese names commonly used except that ones are
included in the List of the Protected Wildlife of National Importance in
China. Some “other names” less used are not included in the picture
album. The morphological parts give a general description of every
species in its external morphological characteristics, and an annotation
of animal types and measurement figures in every class. The biological
habits of the species include habitats, foods, activities and breeding
habits. The geographical distributions of the species are described with
Provinces, Autonomous Regions and/or Cities, and a few species with

smaller regions. The picture album includes 326 color pictures and 10

white—black pictures. Every species can be understand and identified
by the pictures and descriptions. There is a species index of Chinese
names, which can be used to check every species. Additionally, the pic-
ture album also carries the Wildlife Protection Law and some provi-
sions of the Criminal Law of People’s Republic of China concerning
wildlife conservation as appendix. You could not only gain the basic
knowledge of the protected wildlife of national importance, but also
deeply understand relevant national principles, policies, laws and reg-
ulations through reading.

The compilation of this picture album is completed with more than
half a year and more than 20 writers have taken part in the edition. We
get some attentions and directions from some leading cadres and ex-
perts in compilations. Mr Song Jian, the state councillor, Mr Gao De-
zhan, the minister of Ministry of Forestry and the chairman of CWCA,
Mr Liu Guangyun, the vice—minister of Ministry of Forestry and
Vice—chairman of CWCA, Mr Dong Zhiyong, the Vice—chairman of
CWCA autograph the inscriptions for this picture album.
