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A Brief Introduction to Sze Yup, the Homeland of Overseas Chinese

The counties of Taishan, Kaiping, Enping, Xinhui and the present JiangmenGity have traditionally
been called Sze Yup (the four townships). Situated in the Zhu Jiang Delta of Guangdong alongside the
South China Sea, Sze Yup has an area of 8127 square kilometres. The climate here is mild, with no
marked difference between seasons. It is a vast expanse of fertile land, dotted with cities and towns, and
punctuated with criss-crossing rivers and undulating mountain ranges, Indeed, Sze Yup is a beautiful
region in the southern part of our mother country.

At the artificial lake of Taicheng, the Huagiao New Village and the gardens of north Huicheng, new
houses are embraced by green trees. These pleasant sights have brought splendour to the homeland of
overseas Chinese.

At present, Sze Yup hastens the building of quality hotels, the improvement of tourist facilities
and the renovation of historical scenic spots so as to promote tourism and to give convenience to fellow
countrymen and foreign visitors alike.
