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‘1 Russell Baker (b ZE/R - W)

Russell Baker, American newspaper columnist (% %4 %), author, and humorist, was born in
Loudoun County, Virginia on August 14,1925. He joined the New York Times in 1954 and began to
write The Observer column for the New York Times from 1962 to 1998.

Baker received his first Pulitzer Prize (3% F1| 5% % , 2 [® 37 /8 A1 3C 22 8 4F KX %) for distinguished
(AR KD commentary in 1979. He also won a second Pulitzer Prize in 1982 for his brilliant, bitter-
sweet autobiography (Hf%) Growing Up ,about his childhood during the Great Depression (3% [ %
B KA 431,20 tH42 30 4E48). Russell Baker was also a member of the American Academy of Arts and
Letters(3£ EH AR5 C#2#B8).

Apart from Growing Up, he wrote many other books, including An American in Washington
(1961) , Poor Russell’s Almanac (1982), The Norton Book of Light Verse (1986), The Good Times
(1989) and so on.

2) Spaghetti (BAFI K& AEF)

(3’ Education in the U.S. (XE##)

In America, each of the 50 states has its own laws about education. For example, 32 states
require that students attend school until the age 16,and 8 states require the age 18; etc. But every
child in America is guaranteed(ff1lE) up to 13 years of education regardless of child’s race, religion
and sex.

American students go through several stages of education:

(1)Elementary school (/M%)

Elementary school usually means grades from kindergarten (K) through 5th or 6th grade. Most
American children start school at the age of five. The first year at school is called kindergarten. The
second year at school is considered the 1st year of elementary school and is referred to as 1st grade

(2)Secondary school (H12)

Secondary school generally means grades 6 or 7~12. After the 5th or 6th grade (the last year of
elementary school) , American children advance to secondary school. Secondary school most commonly
consists of a total of 6 or 7 years, referred to as 6th or 7th through 12th grades. The 9th through
12th grades are most commonly referred to as high school (9 #| 12 4E 4@ % # K I & HHrB). Up-
on completion of 12th grade, American students are awarded a certificate called the high school
diploma (12 445 LAJG » % A T 3R A5 5 b SR L IE 43D
