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Abstract

This Annual Report is organized into seven sections. Section I is the Chief Report
that reviews the development of the Pan-Beibu Gulf economic cooperation and Guangxi
Beibu Gulf Economic Zone in 2008 and 2009 and looks into their future development.
Section II presents the reports of Cooperative Sectors that carry out the discussion on
how to promote the cooperation in different sectors in the Pan-Beibu Gulf Area.
