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Abstract

By applying documentation, case study, and by means of
induction, comparison and systematic analyses, the author of this
dissertation defines the cultural attributes of ideological and polit-
ical education as well as its cultural utility and values. This study
probes into the characteristics of the model and methodology of i-
deological and political education, and puts forward an argumen-
tation that the results of this education on its people are achieved
by way of cultural heritage and renovation. Through examples of
moral education in ancient China, including the Marxist ideolog-
ical education in the revolutionary period and the ideological edu-
cation in the current era, the author has proved the value of cul-
tural heritage and renovation of ancient moral in education and i-
deological and political education, so as to explore a new orienta-
tion and methodology from the cultural prospect for China’s so-
cialist construction and social harmony.

This dissertation is of the following uniqueness: F irstly, it

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defined the cultural attributes, functions and values of ideological
and political education. Thirdly, it has demonstrated the exist-
ence of inexorable, historical and diverse relations in content,
model and methodology between traditional and modern ideolog-
ical and political education. Finally, it puts forward the orienta-
tion and tactics for educational reform of pluralistic cultures and
harmonious social ideological and political education. The orien-
tation is to absorb the pluralistic culture into this education. The
tactics are to massively absorb the good traditions and spirits in
the pluralistic cultures, including traditional and modern culture,
oriental and western culture and political and ethical culture, so
as to form a cultural and humane dynamic to push forward a har-
