In different cultural groups, there are multiple educational
strategies which not only help one cultural group to send it’s own
culture to the next generation, but promote people to keep the di-
versity of culture in all of the world. In our country, the Hui is a
cultural group with strong sense of cultural identity,which is relat-
ed to the educational strategies they’ve chosen. The purpose of this
research is to discuss how they chooses and creates germane educa-
tional strategies for the survival of group and sending of culture.

The paper conducted a case study on a Hui’s community in
Huhehaote, used the mode of field— work in anthropology for refer-
ence, employed the methods of interviews, participant observation
and questionnaire. The author used the method of study from emics
and etics to deal with data gained in field, use the way of juxtapo-
si;lg observer and participator to observe and analyze the action and
ideology of participator. On the base of these work, this research
described and explained the mechanism of cultural identity and

sending which belongs to Hui in Huhehaote. It is hoped that by this
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study,we can open out the importance of educational strategies of
diverse culture to one group and it’s culture survival. It 1s also
hoped that this paper can make creation in educational research.

Through the ethnographic description, this paper induced the
relationship between it’s cultural tradition and Hui’s education,
found out a harmoniously coexistent connection between public and
subaltern public educational system of Hui community in Huhe-
haote.

By the way of investigating the Hui’ s parents, teachers and
students by questionnaire,and to present voice of the native by in-
terview and participant observation, this research reappearanced
and analyzed the educational strategies of the Hui’s community in
Huhehaote on the view of participant and observer, There are such
conclusions: firstly, Hui’ s education is made up of school educa-
tion, community education and family education. School education
consists in public sphere, tradition and rule of mainstream culture
are replicated in school,the Huis becomes citizen of the state. Com-
munity education consists in subaltern counterpublics, and family
education plays its role in personal sphere. They makes Hui to mu-
silim, Double cultural identity of the Hui is formed because of this.
Secondly,double cultural identity of the Hui attributes to unique
choice of educational strategies, Family is main body of this choice.
It combines the educationai content of public and subaltern public
educational system. Thirdly, there is subaltern counterpublics in
Hui’s society, education of another orbit comes into being in this
sphere. This orbit gives Hui another way towards success.

Based on findings above,it’s concluded that there are public

and subaltern public educational system in Huhehaote Hui’s com-
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munity. Family’s choice between the two systems causes a double
cultural identity of Hui and different from other ethnic groups be-

cause of this,
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
