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Abstract The true belief belongs to spirit and means the pursuit of tran-
scendental things. Chinese have never had this kind of belief, our traditional i-
deals are only some ideas rather than the true belief, we understand Tian Li and
Tian Dao from secular perspective, which makes our traditional belief deprived
of spiritual and transcendental characteristics and thus can’t be called the true
belief. The reason for the absence of true belief for our Chinese is that we have
no independent individual will, no independent personality, and no psychologi-
cal need to pursue the independent inner spiritual world or the true belief. With
the premise of independent personality, the possible true belief for Chinese is
the pursuit of human universal spiritual values, such as truth, goodness and
beauty, which have the absolute value and can form the permanent criteria for
secular life.
