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Abstract

Confucius said, “At thirty, I stood firm; at sixty, my ear was obedient”. It is the
same with a society and a country. At thirty, new China came to the road to “standing
firm" , and then China's economy developed rapidly and continuously. At sixty, one
can know the true intention on hearing the words, and what he hears is what he wants
to hear. When having obedient ears, it is inevitable to follow one’s own inclination
without transgressing the norm.

Throughout the 60 years’ development of economy, we are exploring China’s Path
and China’s Model. The change of dynasties builds China’s Path; 60years reform
explores China’s Path; the opening up policy sticks to the peaceful development road.
Pattern is the concrete form to realize the road. The theory of socialist revolution and
socialist construction, the theory about socialism with Chinese characteristics, the theory
of socialist market economy, the theory about the primary stage of socialism and the
theory of the harmonious socialist society are the five theoretical bases of China’s Model.
It is China’s Model that makes our socialist cause successful.

China’s Path or China’s Model duplicated the Soviet pattern at the beginning. In
fact, it is a hard exploration of the development road in the macro-control, the
development of the rural economy, the road of industrialization, the road of financial
modernization, the change of the financial system, the opening development road, the
coordinated development of the regional economy, the development and innovation
road of science and technology, the development road of enterprises, and so on.
