so we listen selectively for this specific information.

We ignore everything else.
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Listening in detail This refers to the type of listening we do when, for
example, we need to find errors or determine differ-
ences between one passage and another. We cannot
afford to ignore anything because, unlike listening to
a list of delayed trains, we don’t know exactly what

information will help us to achieve our task.

Inferential listening This refers to the type of listening we do when we
wish to know how the speaker feels. It may involve
