Abstract

The dissertation summarizes and studies various achievements
of the Chungiu Guliang Xue (FBKFR¥) in the Qing Dynasty.
Discussion questions including how it continued and transcended?
What contents and characters the Chunqgiu Guliang Xue had? Com-
pared with past dynasties, what is its historical status? Compared
with Zuozhuan ( {Z4E)) and Gongyangzhuan ( {2 ¥14%))
achievements in the same times, what is its historical status? It
needs not only to grasp macmscopiéally, but also to study microcos-
mically.

The Chungiu Guliang Xue had developed for two thousand
years. It began at the Guliangzhuan ( (FEAZ)) of annotating
the Chungiu ({F#K)). Among annotating the Chungiu, the Gu-
liang zhuan had produced original spirit which “kingcraft” thought
had become fundamentality, embodied “Lu Xue” (#%) charac-
ter. After Han Xuan Di ({XE#F) had established the Chungiu Gu-
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liang Xue as official school, flourishing impermanent, under “out of
official school” situation, the Chungiu Guliang Xue of the fouowing
dynasties had presented various forms: Liang Han (BYIX) being
chapter-sentence learning; the Wei Jin Nan Bei Dynasties (B E 8
Jt#8) being annotation learning; the Tang Dynasty (FE#]) being
meaning explanation learning. After middle Tang dynasty, Dan &
Zhao's new Chungiu school with “themselves style” had made the
Song Dynasty into empty meaning annotating classics. The scholars
one after another had being abandoned the annotations of the Han &
Tang Dynasties, suspected classics and refuted commentaries. The
studying classics style hadn’t changed until the Yuan (JG) & Ming
(HA) Dynasties.

From the late Ming Dynasty to the early Qing Dynasty, Chen
Di, Fang Yizhi, Gu Yanwu, Huang Zongxi, Wang Fuzhi, Mao
Qiling, Yan Ruoqu, Hu Wei in consideration of the empty and shal-
low study style because of not reading, had called on “knowing
phonology and studying words”, returned to sources, using classics
to save Li (¥) learning poverty, had both Han and Song learning
characters. Until the Qianjia (¥4, ZZIK) times, the representa-
tive scholars like Hui Dong, Dai Zhen, Qian Daxin, or selecting the
classical and historical textual research, or sticking stubbornly to the
gate of Han learning, or being practical and realistic, enriched spe-
cial Han learning. While Han learning being flourishing, its short-
comings, such as “fragmentary doctrine” and alienating practice,

had made Chang Zhou (##H) scholars to revive Jin Wen (43C)
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Confucian classics. Obviously, the general learning trends of the
Qing dynasty had taken on early Qing Dynasty, Qian Jia, after Dao
Xian (JHYE. L 3F) three periods. Development of Chungiu Gu-
liang Xue was same as it, but it was more accurate to regard Ruan
Yuan’s Huangqing Jingjie ( {RIFZM)) as time division. Early
and middle periods of the Qing Dynasty, the scholars studying
Chungiu Guliang Xue were less, especially lack of specialists. Their
achievements also weren’t high. In the backgroand of Jin Wen Con-
fucian classics renaissance and “Han learning” active moderately,
Chungiu Guliang Xue then attained large development, such as large
numbers of scholar, prominent achievements and levels, various
methods, made it reaching the peak of Chungiu Guliang Xue of two
thousands years. '

Observing synthetically Chungiu Guliang Xue of the Qing Dy-
nasty, it had various characters. Concretely, three aspects had sur-
passed the previous dynasties: ‘

Firstly, new annotations of returning Han & Tang Dynasties.
Zhong Wenzhen’s Chungiu Guliang Jingzhuan Buzhu ({EFRKER
263 D), Liao Ping’s Guliang Guyi Shu ( (R & X #i))
were prominent. They are remarkable in thoughts, materials,
styles, etc. They had made right He Xiu, Zheng Xuan and Fan
Ning’s annotations, conquered their shortcomings.

Secondly, concluding and new annotating meaning of Chungiu
Guliang zhuan. Liu Xing’en’s Guliang Dayi Shu ( (R KX
&), Xu Guilin’ s Chungiu Guliangzhuan Shiyueri. Shufa Shili
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( (EHEFRERA B BERBEM)) had concluded recoding means
and styles of Chungiu Guliangzhuan. Hou Kang’s Guliang
Lizheng ({ZBZFLIE)) had opened up a new reasearch approach to
Chungiu Guliangzhuan ; According to character of “yi jing shu yi”
(4RZH# ), Wang Kaiyun’s Guliang Shenyi ( (FRRHE X)) de-
duced the reasons of Guliangzhuan interpretting Chungiu; Jiang
Shenzhong’s Chunqiu Guliangzhuan Tiaozhi ( (FKBERE K
#)) had unveiled the thought of Chungiu Guliang Xue. Especially,
thoughts of Jiang’s work had accorded with that of Chinese bour-
geoisie, such as “deducing world variation”, calling on evolution,
“entrusting princes legitimacy”, calling on monarch and people hav-
ing alike wish, the person of exalted and lowly being equal, “re-
garding demos”, advocating civil rights. These aspects had inaugu-
rated new fields that the formerstudies hadn’t involved, exceeded
study level of the past dynasties.

Thirdly, achievements of emendation and collection. Qi Zhao-
nan, Wang Yinzhi aﬁd Ruan Yuan's emendation achievements of
Chungiu Guliangzhuan Zhushu ( (BHIKBRMEHH)) each took
on character. Ma Guohan, Wang Renjun’s Yuhanshanfang Collect-
ing Books ( {EpRILIFEELF)) and Huang Si, Wang Mo's study
had collected the lost books of Han Wei Six Dynasties. These
achievements had significant learning contribution.

In conclusion, Chungiu Guliang Xue of Qing Dynasty had two
characters. Its study methods were various, and its learning

achievements were serotinous. Because annotation, meaning, emen-
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dation, collection of Chungiu Guliang Xue in Qing Dynasty had
gained prominent achievements, it had not only suppressed the past
dynasties, but also kept pace with Zuozhuan, Gongyangzhuan

learning of the same times.
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
