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Vigorous development of
logistics industry in Beibu Gulf

China—ASEAN Free Trade Area (CAFTA), a free region with the largest population,
as it constantly speeds up construction process, gradually forms an economic zone of 1.8
billion consumers and US $1.2 trillion trade volumes which brings unprecedented
opportunities for the development of Beibu —Gulf logistics industry that has a broad
prospect.

And logistics should be viewed as pillar industry of economic
development and as new economic growth point. Modern logistics concepts should be
positively introduced to integrate logistics enterprise resources, to rebuild internal logistics
process and to develop logistics industry with the concept of “ Market —oriented,
government, business operation, self—discipline” . Logistics infrastructure must be devoted
great efforts to strengthen its constructions. To strengthen and standardize personnel
education and training is for cultivating more modern logistics talents as soon as possible.
According to the principle of complementing each other and coordinated development,
Beibu Gulf logistics network should be quickly perfected in service. Policy environment of
logistics development should be further improved to give a great support and boost the
faster development of logistics. Great measures must be taken to speed up the construction
of efficient logistics system, transport system, customs clearance system, market system,
which will make Guangxi truly turn into a logistics center of interacting east with west
and perforating north with south by connecting with ASEAN market, southwest market,
south—China market, Middle-south market.
