Getting good grades in college does not depend only on how smart you are or even on
how hard you work. In fact, the biggest way to success in college is learning how to study
effectively. The following secrets of “ A” students will tell you what it takes to get the best
grades you can.

First of all, concentrate! Treat studying like a serious business, not something you can
do while eating or watching TV at the same time.

Second, study anywhere — or everywhere. If your schedule is full, study while you are
doing other things such as exercising or brushing your teeth.
