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FOREWORD

Distance education plays an increasingly important role and has become
one of the major educational modes for integrating a lifelong education
system in China. Compared with face-to-face education, distance education
has its unique advantages in the following aspects: learning generally occurs
independent of time and place; learners may choose courses freely and
arrange their own pace of study; learners may access extensive learning
resources and information via the Internet; learners’ interactivity and
connectivity is enhanced with the institution, other students and teachers via
information and communication technology: and costs may be reduced by
increased efficiency via cross-time and cross-space resource sharing.

Distance education could not only provide a. flexible and high quality
education for those who missed opportunities to access face-to-face, but also
for classroom learners to create a new learning environment through
integratihg distance teaching and classroom learning modes in order to
enhance teaching effectiveness. Therefore, distance education is an
important mode for countries set on improving access to education and
promoting the importance of lifelong education.

- The central issue being explored in China is how to expand distance
education for establishing a lifelong education system. It is valuable for us to
understand philosophy and practice from established institutions overseas,
which would expand the views of our educators and adopt educators’
experiences from overseas to enhance the practice of distance education in
China. Volume two of the book, entitled Global Perspectives: Philosophy
and Practice in Distance Education, is a collection of papers by 12 renowned
international experts. The papers introduce and analyze various areas of
distance education, including philosophy, models, administration and
planning, teaching strategy, student learning support, learning interaction,
staff training and development, teacher education, technology application,
online teaching and learning, etc. It provides an excellent reference book for
Chinese policy-makers, educators and practitioners, and graduate students in

the field of distance education and open learning.

Organization and editing in these books were a result of cons1dcrab1e
work from the Journal of Distance Education in China and Dr. Weiyuan
Zhang of the Open University of Hong Kong. This included planning,
inviting authors, reviewing papers, organizing translation, proof-reading,
making comments, and publishing. These books make beneficial
contributions to explore philosophy and practice in distance education in
China. I believe that readers will be able to better understand the current
state and future trends of distance education in a global setting. The intent of
these books is also to furnish the reader with a reflective outlook on overseas
learning environments with the aim of enhancing the development of distance
education in China.
