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Abstract

Since late 1990s, China has entered the phase of rapid development for urbaniza-
tion. Due to the imbalanced development of various factors, the fast, massive and pro-
found developing process has brought complicated social problems in addition to the
great achievements. Based on a great deal of empirical survey and research, the author
of the book conducted an in-depth research on the pressing social problems and tried to
explore the feasible solution in order to realize the harmony and balance between the
urbanization and the integrated social development. The book classifies these urgent prob-
lems of urbanization into the following three types on the whole according to the urban
and rural areas: the first, the disharmony inside the city itself, including the change
of the community and its management system, the congruity between the old and new
community, the demolishment and relocation of the old community, and so on; the
second, the rural problems brought by the urbanization, such as the problem arisen
from farmers losing their lands in the suburb; the third, the problems incurred by dys-
functional relationship between the city and countryside, involving the reform of the
household registration system, the informal employment of migrant workers, the admin-
istration of floating population, the migrant workers’ future, and so on. Meanwhile, the
process of urbanization in China is accompanied with the social structural transforma-
tion. Thus this book probes into the relationship of the urbanization with social class
structure, social justice and social security for the vulnerable groups in urban area as

well as the urban social spatial planning.
