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Abstract ; Taiwan is a multi — society with the existing population of 23
million people, accounting for 73{% of the Taiwanese people, accounting
for 13% of the Hakka, and mainlanders ( China’s military and civilian
relocated to Taiwan with the Nationalist government from mainland in
1949) accounted for 12% , indigenous people account for 2% . Since
1987, Taiwan has opened successively to the mainland for visiting
relatives, traveling and foreign workers working in Taiwan. After 20 years
till 2009, there are about 80 million new immigrants, including 280,000
China spouses from mainland people, and 140,000 foreign spouses (from
Indonesia, the Philippines, Thailand, Vietnam, Japan, Korea, etc. ),
40000 alien permanent residence in Taiwan for people, 340,000 foreign

workers.
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Abstract ; Taiwan is an immigrant society, the vast majority of Taiwan
residents are descendants of immigrants from Fujian and Guangdong
provinces. Studying on the perspective of family name showed that the vast
majority of Taiwanese are those people emigrated from the central plains
first to Fujian and Guangdong, later located in Taiwan, which has a very
close relationship with Henan origin.

Through the historical interpretation of the relationship between the
Taiwan surname and Henan, we can touch the similarity in the blood,
geopolitical, culture of the people in Taiwan, from which arousing the self
— identity in nationalism and culture so as to make an active efforts to the
peaceful reunification of the motherland and the great rejuvenation of the

nation.
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
