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Abstract

On the four macro-economy backgrounds-the Eleventh Five-Year Plan brings
forward the socialistic movement in rural areas; the report of the Sixteenth National
People’s Congress puts forward the construction of the rural retirement pension
system; the building of harmonious society needs sharing the effect of reform and
the “silver tide” brings the crisis of endowment insurance in the 21st century-how to
solve the problem of the old-age support to the numerous farmers is not only an
academic problem, but also a realistic problem based on equity and justice, the
national stabilization and the economy sustainability.

The author aims to in-depth researchon the path choice of the rural retirement
pension system in China.

First of all, the author argues the unevenness of the retirement pension system in
rural China. The Chinese rural retirement pension system can be unfold by
equilibrium analysis an equilibrium way, that is to say, analyzing it from the view of
demand and supply in order to grasp the necessity and urgency.

Lastly, the
author argues the problem of the lack of the resource of the old-age support. By a

series of academic reasoning and sample analyze, the author makes the decision that
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the resource of the old-age support in China is absent. It is necessary for city to
nurture the countryside and for the industry nurture the agriculture,

Secondly, the author analyzes the peasant retirement pension system at home and
abroad. Firstly, the author diagnoses and analyzes the present old-age support
system in rural China by analyzing the historic, present situation and the factors
which restrict its development, which serves as the reasons of the system-choices
and the arguments. Besides, since there are many experiences of the old-age
support systems overseas on the background of the advanced social economic
system, the author analyzes the experiences.

points to the irrationality of it. With the basic purpose, level, and direction of the
floating rural population retirement pension system, the author puts forward that it
is essential to bring the floating rural population into the range of the retirement
pension system, and further makes the realistic choices and design. Besides,
Through the change of the two-different-way development of the urban and rural
areas to their development as a whole and the innovation, advance of the rural
retirement pension system, the retirement pension system in China must be civil
integrative, So the author holds the view that its characters: the retirement pension
system in the urban and the rural should be gradually planned as a whole,and can be
linked up; the old-age support in family is tend to weaken, while the old-age support
in the society is to enhance, classifying on the grounded of the same feature,
advancing step by step. Also the author sets forth carrying on the multi-systems of
the old-age support: the basic, the personal and commercial pensions. It follows
three principles: systemization, socialization and advance. Lastly, the author
mainly studies the feasibility of the city’s nurturing the country, which makes the
arguments much fuller.
