Preface

This book is the collection of the research achievements of the project
“EU-China European Studies Centres Programme (ESCP)”. The project of
ESCP at CUPL is titled “The Interaction between EU Law and EU Politics and
Economy in the Process of European Integration”. The application was
submitted to the Project Management Office (PMO) in Beijing on February 24,
2006. After the evaluation by the Academic Evaluation Committee of EU, 174,
603. 3 Euro of project fund was granted by EU, and 43,000.00 Euro co-finance
was funded by CUPL. The Research Centre of European Law (the Centre)
worked togéther with its European partners, University of Freiburg and
University of Muenster in application and implementation. The project was to
begin on July 1, 2006 and end on Oct. 31, 2007, totally 15 months.

The main activities of the project include; cooperative research,
cooperative teaching and the sustainable development of the Centre. The
Center launched the cooperative research with its Earopean Partners with the
focus on three subjects: the Role of EU Law in European Political and
Economic Integration, the Unification of EU Law in European Integration
and the Judicial Independence of EU Court and its Significance on the
Fulfillment of European Integration. During the implementation of the
research project, the Center sent 10 teachers and 13 Ph. D candidates and
master students to the University of Freiburg and the University of Muenster
for one to three months, and all of them have successfully finished their
tasks. Teachers and students involved in the project submitted 23 research
reports and 23 academic research papers when they returned from Germany.
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This book is exactly a fruit of the research subjects. In addition, 10 Scholars
have published 15 theses in domestic key journals in law, economics and so
on. The Center has also held an international conference entitled “EU Law
and European Integration” during October 7 — 8, 2007. 10 professors from
Germany and the UK, and nearly 30 professors and experts who are engaged
in EU Law from home law offices and government agencies like the Ministry
of Foreign Affaires of China attended the conference to discuss the interaction
of EU law and EU politics and EU economy. Meanwhile to commemorate the
50" anniversary of Roman Treaty, a series of seminars were given with
attendances of scholars and government officials from Peking University, the
Ministry of Commerce of China and so on.

During the project implementation, the Centre developed two collaborative
courses lectured by German scholars and teachers of our university namely
“Study on the Development of European Integration” and “ Case Analysis of EU
Law” and held one simulation of “European Court Trial”. We have invited six
German scholars to give lectures in our university respectively. Teachers from
our Center also offered solely five courses narnely “Introduction to EU Law”,
“Study on EU Policy and EU Law” , “ European Contract Law” , “ European
Economic Law” and “European Corporation Law”.

The implementation of the project promoted the interdisciplinary
comparative research on the politics, economy and law of the European
countries, which is a platform for the research and teaching of EU law in
our university. It also expanded and deepened our international cooperative
channels in EU law research and accumulated management and execution
experience in EU projects. These results have laid the solid foundations for
the sustainable development of European Studies of the Center.
