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Abstract

Ministry of Education issued a program titled as “A guide for undergraduate professional
courses of Music Studies(Teacher Education) of higher school” in the end of 2004, It is de-
manded in related notices that the reform of undergraduate education of Music Studies(Teacher
Education) in the higher school should be further deepened, the education and teaching quality
should be improved and high-quality talents should be trained to meet the needs of higher edu-
cation. The program not only presented “academic curriculum” and identified the basic princi-
ples and type of curriculum, but also requested that the higher school can independently set
courses according to the actual situation. In subsequent years, Cai Yuanpei Arts College(now
named as the College of Music) of Shaoxing College of Arts and Science has carried out the re-
form and the practice of new curriculum, on the basis of full development of students in the
moral, intellectual, physical, and artistic ability. The target of the talent training for the mu-
sic major is to train the performance and creativity ability, musical teaching ability and research
ability. For this reason, on the basis of senior school music teaching course, we have changed
the professional music education curriculum and have increased music education theory, music
curriculum theory and teaching methods course, which is called as “the three classes”. Since
the implementation of the “three classes”, the teaching practice and research have made signifi-
cant achievements. Due to the front edge theory and rich practice of the subject, it has gained
a leading position in the country and has provided a useful experience for the construction of
core course curriculum of music education of higher school.

The object of this book is to research “three classes” settings and teaching practice of
Music Education in Cai Yuanpei Arts College (now named as College of Music) of Shaoxing
College of Arts and Science, a comprehensive summary is made from the curriculum set,

teaching content design, teaching practice and teaching effectiveness aspects.
