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Abstract

In 2008, the natural disaster and financial crisis brought the huge impact and
influence to the economic and society development of Wuhan. With the science
development concept as its guiding principle, the local government grasped the
opportunity of National Comprehensive Reform Trial Zone on “Two Type Society”
( namely Resource-conserving and Environmental-friendly Society ) , composedly coped
with various challenge, strongly initiated citizens to start business, fearlessly innovating
and going ahead, ensured the economy to increase quickly, the social business to
develop completely, demotic life to improve continuously, the city construction to
obtain obvious results. It was predicted with a 14.9% growth in Regional General
Production, in which the growth rate of automobile and machine, steel, photoelectron
information industries dropped slightly ; Investment, Consumption, Imports and Exports
still kept higher level, the price level presented a degressive trend, and CPI is about
5% ; The fiscal income growth rate decreased, the urban-rural residents’ income grew
steadily.

Wuhan is located in the center of
home market, the main industries and important projects of “Two Type Society”
construction are giving priority to, so its economy descending range will be limited, and
14% of GDP increasing should be made sure. The university graduates, regurgitant
farmer workers and new labor force will add up about 300000 employment gaps next
year, which may produce bigger pressure to social situation in Wuhan. Being subjected
to the economic recession, low social security level and distempered medicare, the
investment and consumption of business enterprises and the residents will die down
obviously. It was predicted that the governmental expenditure on the people’s livelihood
would increase significantly, such as medical treatment, social security, low-rent

housing, transfer payment, and so on. Proactively following out nation’s decision-



making on expanding domestic demand, capital growth, transferring structure and
weighting of people’s livelihood, Wuhan should creative the system and mechanism,
construct good environment, speed “ Civil Innovative Undertaking”, ensure the
economic and social stability, and regularly boost the National Comprehensive Reform
on “Two Type Society”.
