important strategic meaning.

In the history of economic growth, as a stage of economic growth
theory, the research on human capital theory lags behind other at macro-
scopically level. At present there is no systematic research on the form,
disposition and use system of human capital. The research on human
capital lacks of the theoretical foundation and frame foundation. Se
based on Marxian theories, this book tries to absorb some relevant re-

Part One: Introduction

Part Two: The Foundation of Research on theory and practice

merging and it is the condensing manpower that can’t be separated from
the holder. To make sure two characteristics of human capital may un-
derstand more clearly. This understanding makes human capital differ
from manpower resources and workforce. It also determines the content
of human capital development, which includes human investment and
form, flow and disposition, use and value realize.

Material capitals, science and technology, human capitals and sys-
tem act on economic growth together. During the economic growth, hu-
man capital is the leading and key factor. By educating and training hu-
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man capitals accelerate scientific and technological progresses, improve
the human capital disposition, accelerate industrial structure adjustment
and promote systemic innovation in using to promote the economic
growth. So in essence, human capital’s development is the foundation
and source of sustainable economic development. The situation and af-
fect of human capital is realistic foundation of the research.

Part Three: The Systemic Foundation of Research

The relations of human capital and system forms systemic foundation
of the research. Marx’s theory on the relation of productivity and produc-
tion has explained that human capital being on center status and system’s
influence on human capital in economic growth from the standing of phi-
losophy. New system economics regards system introduced analyses
frames as economic endogenous variable of evolution, discussed how the
system changes and system’s decisive action in economic development
and expanded the analytical method of the economic growth theory. But
new system economics’ analyses about system was under the prerequisite
that denying the function of human capital, they think that the system
determines all other factors and they put the cart before the horse on the
relations of human capital and system. Based on the evaluation and anal-
ysis of above — mentioned views, this subject thinks that the human cap-
ital is the internal cause and system is the external cause in the economic
growth , that human capital determines system and it is the subject and
basic principle of system promoting economic growth, on the other hand,
system has reaction which influences the economic growth through having
an effect on human capital. On the basis of Marxism’s explanation about

system, drawing the composition structure theory from the new system e-

conomics, this subject is trying to divide system from four levels. This
subject analyzes system from such four levels: the social system that is
corresponding with social form, the economic systems that how market
mechanism and government systems combined to, the human capital sys-
tems that generally arrange and cultural systems, which reflect the devel-
opment of human capital.

The second level economic systems’ changes basically along the road
that from traditional planned centralized system to pluralistic market eco-
nomic system. Economic system’s change produces positive role to devel-
opment of human capital, which promotes human capital market — orien-
ted, excites the enthusiasm of human capital form, helps human capital
efficiency disposes, and promotes economic growth and development.
For implement human capital development strategy in the economic
growth, the changes system should take government’s macro — adjust-
ments as the leading factor and bring into playing the market
mechanism’s basic function of resource distribution.

Part Four: The Systems of Human Capital Property Rights

As a kind of capital, human capital has property rights as material
capital. If we think from range, characteristic and essential angles that
human capital property rights are a group rights including ownership,
right to use, right of eminent domain, income right etc. which is the
rule that restrains people from exercising those rights and is the reflection
of social economic relations in essence. Property rights of human capital
embodies the following four characteristics: the privately owned that hu-
man capital can’t separate from owner, the automatic getting debased
when human capital property rights damaged, the human’s encourage-
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
