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ABSTRACT

Violence is merely a means, while the aim is economic interest. This Marxist
wiew on the origin of war has been best illustrated by American wars and its military
strategies. American wars have been the best way to boost its economy, which is best
characterized by the establishment of strategic purpose, the choice of strategic means,
and the construction of military might.

The dissertation is divided into six parts. The first part analyzes the logic
departure point and the destination of American ”military strategies. The second part
analyzes the economic features of American military strategies, that is, the economic
personality of the subject of war, the sanctity of strategic resources, the economic
theorem of war design, the economic implications of strategies, the foundation of
strategies , the economic restraints and the economic effects of strategies. The third part
deals with the pursuit of economic interests in American strategic purpose. The fourth
part focuses on the choices of means to realize its strategic purpose. The fifth part
reveals the rational expectation of the American employment and construction of its
military forces, and the measures taken to pursue profit. The last part is about the
implications to the pursuit of strategic benefits of China.

The dissertation starts by analyzing the economic origins of war. It takes US
military strategies as the departure point of logic, and offers a comprehensive analysis
of the elements of those strategies. It goes on to analyze the economic aspirations,
choice of means and profit — seeking in the construction of military force of the US. It
comes to a comparative study of the institutional design in China’s pursuit of economic
benefits in its strategy. The major conclusions of the dissertation are as follows: US
military strategy takes as its core the pursuit of economic interests; its strategic

purpose, choice of means, employment of military might and construction are all based

on the consideration of economic interests; economic might forms the basis of US
hegemony . It is hard to imagine US hegemony without a strong economic ~power. The
understanding of this point helps an in — depth understanding of the economic side of
American military strategies. To reveal the economic features and rules of US military
strategies offers realistic guidance to a reasonable prediction of the future development

of American strategy .
