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Author’s Words

On August 31, 2005, responding to the call of the
Central Committee of the CPC and cherishing the ideal
of supporting the frontier, I left Beijing and my family
and embparked on the journey of assisting Xinjiang
with the hope and commission of the leaders of the
State Statistics Bureau. Arriving at Emin County of
Tacheng District in the border area between China

and Kazakhstan, I took up a temporary position as
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executive member of the Party Committee and deputy
division commander of the Sth Division of Xinjiang
Production and Construction Corp in order to temper
myself

Xinjiang is a charming land with unique features.
It boasts distinctive natural landscape and rich
cultural heritage, showing diversified ethnic

cultures. The desert and oasis and the Gobi and



cultivated land have all been full of the imprints of
the struggle between man and nature, and also
full of the symbols of the exploring and pioneering
spirit of the Corp people. They have shouldered
the glorious mission of garrisoning and cultivating
the frontier for several generations. The elders, in
particular, refrain from taking credit for the laudable
services they have delivered yet still “serving” the
country in the northwest frontier by persisting in the
arduous toils which are even crueler than war. They
should be said to be the ones who have rendered
outstanding service for the people’s republic. On
the time-honored desert, the Corp people have
not only created numerous miracles, but also have
harvested a lode of spiritual wealth and forged the
Corp spirit characterized by “patriotism, dedication,
entrepreneurship and pioneering” .

explorers and the correctness of the strategic
decision to assist the western development. Also, 1
want to disseminate Xinjiang and the Production
and Construction Corp there with my own experience,
express my ardent love for the great motherland

and my admiration and appreciation for the efforts
of the various nationalities in Xinjiang to safeguard
solidarity and unification of the country and for the
selfless dedication of the soldiers at the Corp, and in
the meantime leave myself a memorable memory for
life.

This is an album selected from more than 5000 photos.
They are not very good artistically, but they are an
absolutely true record of my experience. Due to the
lack of photographic conditions and proficiency, they
cant reflect the panorama of Xinjiang and the Corp.
