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Abstract

Northeast China, once as the strong hold of the planned economy, has gone
through a severe course since the Opening up. An overall well-off society calls for the
transformation and revitalization of the Northeast Old Industrial Base. The arduous and
complex nature of Northeast revitalization demands relevant research to have systematic
and innovative theoretical implications, as well as pragmatic and proactive for practical
purpose.

Besides the introduction and epilogue, the main body of the book, engaging in
progressive,, systematic, and intensive research for theory and policy purpose, is com-
posed of ten chapters under five sections embracing the guiding, leading, dominant,
supporting, and international natures of Northeast transformation and revitalization. The
original idea developed by this research is as follows: Firstly, the basic concept of the
book is based on the national strategy which determines that Northeast revitalization is
not only a regional issue but with strong national strategic appeal. Secondly, we identify
three stages of Northeast revitalization as the adjustment and transformation stage, key
stage of all-round revitalization, and the realization stage of all-round revitalization.
Thirdly, “re-industrialization” mechanism, as the framework of the book, is the high-
light of the research. Fourthly, aiming at promoting Northeast characteristics, the re-
search emphasizes that Northeast should foster strengths, avoid weaknesses, and im-
prove comparative advantages. Northeast must be open and tolerant to domestic and in-
ternational experience and keep its own unique features. Finally, the value of the re-
search lies in its enlightenment to readers, which is neither too theoretical nor too fact
oriented. The book offers both theoretical and policy perspective to stimulate readers’

thinking about the Northeast China’s revitalization.
