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ANCIENT CITY WITH BRILLIANT HISTORY
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Guangzhou is one of the 24 cities which
are the [irst to have been announced as famous
cities of historic and cultural interest in China.
The brilliant history is the pride of Guangzhou
people.

The history of 2, 200 years has left behind
many places of historic interest and scenic
beauty: the Tomb of Nanyue King built some
2, 100 years ago, the Guangxiao Temple built
before Guangzhou came into being, the Five -
Storey Tower, the Six — Banyan Temple with
inscription by Su Dongpo, a great writer of the
Song Dynasty, the Nanhai Sea God Temple-
the starting point of the Silk Road on the Sea,
the Five = Immortal Temple in memory of the
five celestial beings who granted rice ears to the
people of Guangzhou, the Huaishen Temple,
one of the three mosques first built along
China’s coast, the Ancestral of the Chen Tem-
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Western Han Nanyue King Tomb Museum. DisCov-

ered in 1983, the Nanyue King Tomb, which dates
back to 2, 000 years ago, is the earliest large —
scale painted stone — chamber tomb ever found in
south of the Five Ridges. Buried with the tomb owner
in Jade shroud are a gold seal and a lot of exquisite
Jade adornments. It has now become one of the fa-
mous museums in the world.

They are vivid witness
of the past brilliance of Guangzhou.

The Five — goat Statue has always been
regarded as the city emblem. It is the symbol
of good luck. Legend goes that some 2, 000
years ago, [ive immortals on five coloured
goats descended to the city bringing bumper
harvests. This beautiful legend has brought
Guangzhou good luck and fortune in the long
years passed by .

As early as in the 9th century B. C, to-
gether with the Chu people on the middle
reaches of the Yangtse River, people there built
Chuting, then they established Nanhai Prefec-
ture in the Qin Dynasty, and Nanyue Kingdom
in the Western Han Dynasty. -*-. Guangzhou
is the starting point of the Silk Road on the Sea
which links China with the Arabian and West-
ern countries in trading. Before the Qin Dy-
nasty, Guangzhou was China’s only foreign
trade port at sea. She has the longest history
among the international trade port cities in the
world. Silk, porcelain and tea are the three
main foreign trade commodities in Guangzhou
in ancient times.

Guangzhou is also the hotbed of modern
Chinese democratic revolution and cradle of
modern civilization.

If you want to understand modern China
and the exciting history of this period, you
should come to Guangzhou.

Destroying opium at Humen, the strug-
gles against the British invaders at Sanyuanli,

the Huanghuagang Uprising, Guangzhou Up-
rising, ****** every important hisoric event hap-
pened in Guangzhou has had decisive influence
on the destiny of modern China. Hong Xi-
