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Preface

| am delighted to have got the album of caricatures from Nantong about its
interpretation of ecological civilization.

In his political report at the National Conference of the 17th Party Congress,
Comrade Hu Jintao pointed out, we shall build “the ecological civilization and
promote such industrial structure, growth form and consumption manner that
would save energy resources and protect the ecological environment on the
whole."
