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PREFACE

With literatures in English being the most important carriers of modern science and
technology information, the “Professional English” has become a compulsory course for master
degree students in China.

The author had taught the course of Professional English for master degree students
majoring in animal nutrition and feed science in South China Agricultural University over the
past years. In the teaching process, the author felt it difficult to teach students due to lack of
proper textbook, and the urgent need for compiling a textbook. The text was edited accordingly.

The text is divided into eight units, including Basic English, Analysis Methods in Animal
Nutrition Research, Nutritional Physiology of Gastrointestinal Tracts of Farm Animals,
Evaluation of Nutritive Value of Feed, Research on Antinutritional Factors in Feedstuffs,
Evaluation of Animal Product Quality, Animal Health and Production Management, and
Abstract Writing. To widen students® horizen through outside classroom reading and document
retrieving by students, two appendixes, Glossary of Animal Science Terms, and How to Write a
Thesis, were attached at the end. Owing to the difference in students® basic English proficiency
or professional knowledge, to let teacher get access to the teaching aim of simultaneously
improving students" ability to extract professional knowledge and to search for science and
technology information, the text was edited with Basic English and systematic introduction to
the techniques and methods mostly used in animal nutrition research. Besides, the text contains
representative articles in each unit, some of which are difficult and some of which are easy to
read and understand. Thus, it could be used as a useful reference for animal science researchers
and as a textbook for undergraduate students majoring in animal nutrition. The teacher should
use the materials(including the assignments) selectively when using the textbook to teach

undergraduates, so as to achieve good results.

The materials were selected from internet sources and published articles. The author is very
grateful to the contributors. Since author finished the compiling within several days to meet the
teaching need for the coming semester, errors will unavoidably occur in the text. The author -
also very grateful to readers for pointing out the mistakes.
