The last few decades have seen such a marveloue
development in means of communication that through-
out the whole world a common consciousness is’ begm—
~ niing to arise.. The technique for making possible a
world community of spirit is at hand. : The develop-
.ment of a world community is hindered chiefly by an
unawakened world consciousness.  Education, particu-
larly educdtion that is: sociologically sound, is under- -
mining false racial prejudices and creating an unselfish

and widespread interest in a world social order.
Human society which arose out of small local

groups, which became provincial, and then national in

spirit and organization, is now prevented from express-



ing its world unity by the divisions of the world into
the Eastern and Western hemispheres. The next main
~ §tep in ‘socialrevolution will be the uniting of the Orien-
 fal dnd ‘Oceidental ¢ivilizations ‘into a 'wotld eiviliza-
tion—a" process which will take decades and probably
centaries. Hach of these eivilizations’ possesses peeul-
iarly valiable gifts, which have been produced by the
interactions of peoples and environing conditions.
T'here is°no ultimate veason why these two differing
eivilizations may not coalesee and umitedmafunctioning
