The former means that the transaction rate carries
on cffectively is impossible; the latter indjcated that the transaction safe no longer
receives the safeguard. In order to enuble the transaction complete effectively and
safely, the mosl important thing is to provide onc new method, so that Lhe both
sides of transaclion main body could live in a (ransaction chvironment lhat the
information could as far as pessible symmetrival. Therefore, the legal system of
merchanl registration appeared; ils appearance is taken the emergence of the safely
problem as well as the lowly transaclivn efficiency as the premise. Therelore, its
oxistence’s value must lie in protecling transaction sceurily and the increasing
Iransacton efficiency.

Generally speaking, the establishment of merchant need the registration, bul
this does not mean the all valaes of registration syslem lic ja lhe establishment of
merchant itsell. By contraries, from the angle of system construction, we cannot
think (hat the goal of setting up merchant only lie in selting up merchant itsell, but
should concentrate the vision on the market transaciion activity afler establishment.

Looking from lhis angle, seiting up merchant through the regisiration is only a mosl
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basic link of the legal system of merchant registration displaying its valuable. The
lete value of the legal system ol merchant registration is  that through  the
announcement of merchant’ essential item, the vading transaction conld complete
salely and convenicntly, Namely, this hook rescarches the legal system of merchant
registration from the announcement of merchant.

Rescarching  the  tegal system of  merchant  registration  [rom  merchant
announcemenl angle, we can discover the position and the proper nalure of
regislralion institution elearly. The registration institulion is exisling as an exchange
of information platform to a great extenl, and comparing with other platforms, il has
the anthority, Maoreover this kind of auvthority is eoming from the legislalion, bul is
nol from government’s authority. This point may explain the reason that in recent
vears CGermuny is doing the commoeree’s pilol work carrying the registralion
instilution (rom lhe country to chamber. U may also better explain the vesponsibility
of regisiration  inslitution is not supervising merchanl to carry on the real
registralion, bul is only the responsibility of formal examination and the eivil law
responsibilily when wrong registration is appearance. It had reflected in the eivil
law, the pational surveillanee principle replaces for the civil law main bady’s
independent surveillance , 1t manifested the principle thal under the market
economy coundition, behavior litigant responsible 1o its own behavior,

Rescarching Lthe legal  system  of merchant registralion  lrom  merchant
anpouncement angle | we may diseover thal the establishment of merchant is only
partial functions of registers system; it has only realized the partial values of
merchanl registralion system — maintenance trading transaclion security from the
angle of markel accessing. What il the specific time of entering market manifest one
kind of static value, then researching the legal system of merchant registration lrom
the announcement of merchanty; we may discover that the registralion system has
one kind of dynamic value. Bul this mateh exactly with the registration reflecting
the fact is a dyvnamic process. The registration syslem’s important value lies in
transferring Lhis kind of dynamie information to the transaction relative person, thus
safeguard trading transaclion security dynamically.

The request for publishing the information continual
explains the reason why the power of registration is stronger than il of announcement
and the effectiveness of announcement s being weakened gradually,

Researching the legal system of merchant registration from merchant
announcement angle, we can discover clearly that the henefit and risk are assigned
[airly in the applicant of registralion and the trading lransaction relative person. The
public announcemenl strenglth produced by the repisiration Is repayment lo registers
applicant’s initiative application and announces truthfully the real information, but
the male letter strength of registration is the reward of the trade relative person
consulting the registvation book and trusting the registration conlent. Looking from
the maintenance lransaclion securily’s angle, the male letter strength produced by
merchant regisiration system inevitably 1o be stronger lthan polency which produced
by other oulward appearances.

In a word, anpouncemenl is core of the legal system of merchant regisiration.
Researching the legal system of merchant registralion {rom merchant announcement
angle, il olfer a new angle for researching the lepgal system of merchant registration
in pur country, and provide the theory basis for us to examined in the reality
